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 Clinicians and rehabilitation specialists should consider incorporating intersectionality into their
practices to better understand and serve racialized people with disabilities.

« Service providers should aim to address gaps and inequities in services faced by racialized
people with disabilities which may prevent them from finding and/or maintaining meaningful
