Description 
The Family Support Fund offers financial 
support to Holland Bloorview families of clinical 
clients during a time of transition or stress. 
Funding categories include:  

• Equipment – up to $1,000* 

• Medication – up to $500 

• Respite Care – up to $750 

• Recreation - up to $500 
 

*Note: Families may request up to $1,500 for a single piece of 
equipment that is billed on one invoice.

Ability Gives 
Description 
Ability Gives is a Canadian equipment grant 
program for members of Ability Online who 
have a child with a disability or complex 
medical condition under 18 years of age. 
Equipment can include: 
• therapy bikes  
• iPads with communication software for 

non-verbal children 
• adapted strollers 
• specialized seating/feeding chairs 
• lifts and turners 
• serial casting/orthotics 
• orthotic shoes 
• walkers/splints 

  

Eligibility 
• Applicants must be active members of 

Ability Online (for a minimum of 3 months) 
who reside in Canada 

• The device/equipment requested will make 
a significant difference in the life of a 
child/youth 18 years of age or under 

• Family must be willing to post their child's 
story and picture on Ability Gives web site 
(first names only) 

• Only one equipment request per family

Description 
Equipment funding program that supports 
individuals living in Canada with neuromuscular 
disorders.

• Need to be registered as a client to 
access support, with a diagnosis of a 
neuromuscular disorder. 

• Completed application form, quotes 
from two vendors and signed 
prescription from healthcare 
professional needed to apply.

• Hearing aids, wheelchairs, assistive 
technology, protheses, etc.  

• Lodging related to a child’s care 

• Transportation, gas, charging, parking

Eligibility 
• Child must be under 21 years of age or 

younger (a person 22–25 may be 
considered if receiving pediatric treatment) 

• Child must be under the care of a physician 
• Request must be clinically relevant to a 

specific healthcare need of the child 
• Must be no existing insurance coverage for 

the requested expenses. 
• One request per 12 months, per child for a 

maximum of three times in a child’s 
lifetime 

• Financial eligibility based on qualifying 
income (see website). For applicants 
outside the United States, please provide 
your household’s most recent official 
annual income documentation (such as tax 
forms, payslips, or a letter from your 
employer), and subtract your child’s out-of-
pocket medical expenses for the last 12 
months 

• Pediatric grants for clinical and equipment 
requests average US$2,500 and do not 
exceed US$17,000 

 

The War Amps – CHAMP  

Description 
CHAMP provides financial assistance to child 
amputees and their families. Their programs 
include: 

• Standard Artificial Limbs - assists with the 
costs of standard or “everyday” artificial 
limbs and ongoing adjustments and repairs  

• Recreational Limbs and Devices - The 
program covers 100 per cent of the cost of 
recreational limbs and devices 

Travel to Prosthetic Centres - provides financial 
assistance towards travel costs to and from 
prosthetic centres for its members. 
 

 

Eligibility 
CHAMP serves children in Canada (under 18) 
who are born missing a limb or have lost a limb

Users acquiring assistive devices through the 
ADEP site must: 
 

• Acknowledge that equipment is typically 
“as is” with no warranties unless 
specified by the donor, and recipients 
are responsible for future 
repairs/maintenance. 

• Agree to be knowledgeable and 
informed about the assistive device they 
are obtaining. 

• Understand the importance of involving 
a rehabilitation professional (e.g., 
Occupational or Physical Therapist) for 
selection/acquisition when possible. 

• Agree to fully clean and sanitize any 
equipment obtained, especially hygiene-
related items. 

• Accept responsibility for their personal 
safety during exchanges. 

• Agree to hold harmless the Coleen 
Cunningham Foundation from any 
issues arising from ADEP transactions.
